Description (DirectX Realization)

1. Introduction

The iZ3D Driver is a software for setting up 3D rendering pipelines to generate two views - left
and right - and create a stereo picture from them using different outputs. It is mostly created to
enhance experience from computer games. Most games are ready to be converted to stereo-
scopic format, if they are using DirectX8 and higher. iZ3D Driver can also work with lots of other
DirectX using applications..

1.1. About the User Guide

This guide contains all the information you need to play your favorite games in 3D. The guide
will be useful for gamers who want to start playing immediately and for those who want to fully
utilize the iZ3D drivers’ potential to attain a most comfortable 3D playing experience.

1.2. System requirements

Various games and applications, as well as different 3D output forms may require different
setups. The following system requirements are absolute minimum requirements for the Driver to
work:

Windows Vista or Windows 7 (32 bit or 64 bit)

Powerful graphics card*

Powerful CPU [Dual / Quad core CPUs are supported]

DirectX latest runtime update

DirectX 8, DirectX 9 and DirectX 10 games [DirectX 7 is not supported, DirectX 11 support is
experimental].

2. Installation

2.1. Installation Procedure

1. Double click on the iZ3D installation .exe file (latest version is
"iZ3DDriverSetup.CMI.1.12.exe"). Windows security may warn you that publisher of the software
is unknown and will ask for your confirmation. Click "Run", and then, if a double confirmation will
be required, allow the installation.

NOTE!S

User should have “system administrator” rights to install and uninstall the
Driver on Windows Vista and Windows 7. If user does not have these rights, a
warning message will be displayed and the installation will be stopped. Driver
will not be installed without administrator rights.

*Game performance may drop in 3D because of the lack of total computer performance
(memory, CPU, GPU, GPU’s memory). Please note that for good performance in 3D the on-
board memory size should be at least two times larger then specified for the game Game load-
ing process may be longer as well because the Driver needs additional time to analyze shad-
ers in the game.
